Playing Rules

1. All games will be played under the current Hockey Canada Official Rules.
2. All games in ALL divisions will be played and officiated by the same rules.

3. In addition to the Hockey Canada Rules, the following rules will apply:

· Any player who receives any combination of 5 minutes in penalties will be removed from the game.
· NO TIME OUTS at all in the tournament.

· NO SLAP SHOTS are allowed (the height of the knee will be the guideline). Any player using or attempting to use a slap shot will be assessed a 2 minute minor penalty. If injury results, a 5 minute major + a game misconduct or a Match penalty shall be assessed.

· NO BODY CONTACT – a minor penalty will be assessed to any player who intentionally body checks, bumps, shoves or pushes any opposing player. If injury results, a 5 minute major + a game misconduct or a Match penalty shall be assessed.
·   Any player or team official, who receives a game misconduct during the round robin, will be suspended for the duration of the tournament.
·   Any player or team official who receives a gross misconduct or Match penalty during the round robin will be suspended indefinitely.
· Any player or team official who receives a game misconduct, gross misconduct or Match penalty in the Playoffs will be suspended indefinitely.

· The ‘On Ice’ officials shall have full authority and the final decision in all matters under dispute. Their decision shall be final on all questions of judgment and not subject to appeal.

· To assist in everyone’s safety, all hockey equipment must be worn in accordance with Hockey Canada rules, including a face shield

Suspensions

Any player or team official, who incurs a suspension, may appeal to the Tournament Executive disciplinary committee in September.
